partnership, focusing on key areas for
CSR to enhance education and student
well-being.

• In FY23, Revenue from operations was primarily consisting of tuition fees, Hospital income, other income. Tuition fees increased by 34%, from 
INR 1,17,707 Lakhs to INR 1,57,967 Lakhs, and accounting for 62% of the total revenue. Meanwhile, hospital income saw a 16% growth, from 
INR 47,476 Lakhs to INR 54,974 Lakhs, contributing 22% of total revenue. Other income stood at INR 41,603 Lakh and contributed for 16% of 
revenue.

• Employee benefit expense increased from INR 73,176 lakhs in FY22 to INR 83,585 Lakhs however the same as a % to revenue dropped from 
38% to 33%.

• Administrative expense primarily comprises of Utilities and Services, Academic expenses and office & general expense. The same has grown 
in line with revenue growth at 30% and stood at INR 90,020 Lakhs.

• In FY23, EBITDA increased from INR 28,943 Lakhs to INR 55,470 Lakhs leading to an increase in EBITDA margin from 15% to 22%. The 
primary drivers for this growth were increase in revenue and reduction in employee expenses.

• Revenue from operations majorly comprises of academic receipts and other receipts amounting to INR 24,413 Lakhs and INR 11,229 lakhs 
respectively which increased to INR 36,402 and INR 13,177 lakhs in FY23 reflecting a growth of 49% and 17%  and constituted 73% and 27% of 
revenue in FY23. 

• Employee benefit expenses account for a significant portion of the costs amounting to INR 11,477 Lakhs representing 33% of total revenue, the 
same increased to INR 17,220 Lakhs an increase of 50% and stood at 35% of revenue. In FY23 Gross profit stood at INR 32,359 lakhs, yielding a 
gross margin of 65%.

• In FY23, total expenses stood at INR 46,602 Lakhs an increase of 48% over INR 31,586 Lakhs in FY22, this was primarily due to increase in 
employee, Administrative, Other expenses by 50%, 84%, 48%, respectively. Total expenses as a % to revenue increased from 89% to 94% in 
FY23.

• Although revenue increased by 39%, EBITDA decreased from INR 4,056 Lakhs to INR 2,977 Lakhs a 27% drop. EBITDA Margin decreased from 11% 
to 6%.
